Reception — Year 6 (Nursery have a separate uniform)

It is expected that every child shall wear uniform. All children can choose any of the options
below.

Winter

Grey long trousers/shorts/skirts/pinafores

White shirt

Maroon wool V-neck jumper/cardigan (plain, no logos)

Maroon/Gold tie (available to buy on the ParentAPP or from the school office)

Grey or maroon socks/tights (no white socks — summer uniform only)

Black plain school shoes

Maroon blazer (optional)

Maroon waterproof coat (optional — available to buy on the ParentAPP or from the school office)

P.E. Kit

Black shorts (not cycling shorts and no logos)

Plain white top (no logos)

Pumpsi/trainers (outdoor PE — key stage 2 children only)
Black plimsolls (indoor PE)

KS2 School Tracksuits
All KS2 children can wear a school tracksuit or black and white PE kit on their PE day.
(Tracksuits available to purchase on the ParentAPP or from the school office)

Summer Option

Grey long trousers/shorts (grey socks)

White open neck short sleeved shirt worn without tie
Pink/white checked dress/skort (white socks)

Maroon wool V-neck jumper/cardigan (plain, no logos)
Black plain school shoes for everyone, no trainers allowed

Ties, badges, pump bags and book bags can be purchased from the school office. We also stock
plastic book bags and plastic water bottles. All items of uniform are available at John Lewis,
Laser School wear, and most supermarkets.

Please ensure that all articles of clothing, bags, shoes, etc. are marked with the child's name.

In hot weather sun hats are encouraged as a safety precaution. Any plain hat/cap is acceptable.
(no logos please) alternatively a school hat can be purchased at the school office for £5.00 during
the summer, and £5.00 for winter hats.

For Health & Safety reasons jewellery is not allowed, except for small stud earrings, or a watch.
All earrings must be taken out for PE.

Hairstyles

Hair must be of a conventional style, tidy and clear of the face. Hair which covers the blouse/shirt
collar (all long hair) must be tied back for health & safety reasons
